A question answered on iPhone updates the model in under 2
milliseconds; the next time you open the Mac app the knowledge map reflects that update before
the window finishes drawing.

Answer a question on iPad in split-view; the readiness gauge on your iPhone updates while it
sits on the kitchen counter.

Take a full exam simulator session on the Mac; the knowledge model you carry into your next
session on the iPad already incorporates everything the engine learned.
